KEY POINTS

-- Uptake of breast cancer screening in North East Lincolnshire is similar to the regional and
national averages.

+VE Uptake of cervical cancer screening in North East Lincolnshire is statistically
significantly better than the England average and is highest (best) in the Yorkshire and
Humber region.

-VE Raj Medical Centre, Quayside and Dr Amin were significantly lower than the NEL
screening average for breast and cervical cancer; all of which are ranked in the bottom four
for deprivation score.

DESCRIPTION

Screening of breast and cervical cancer supports early detection of cancer. Breast cancer
screening is estimated to save 1,400 lives in England each year, and early detection of
cervical cancer is estimated to save a further 4,500 lives. Inclusion of this indicator will
provide an opportunity to incentivise screening promotion and other local initiatives to
increase coverage of cancer screening. Improvements in coverage would mean more breast
and cervical cancers are detected at earlier, more treatable stages.

Cancer is a major cause of death, accounting for around a quarter of deaths in England.

More than 1 in 3 people will develop cancer at some point in their life. In January 2011 the
Government published Improving Outcomes - a Strategy for Cancer. This document sets out
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how the Government plans to improve cancer outcomes, including improving survival rates
through tackling late diagnosis of cancer.

2.20i Cancer Screening Coverage — Breast Cancer

NATIONAL & REGIONAL

North East Lincolnshire has a breast cancer screening uptake of 76.2%, similar to the
Yorkshire and Humber average of 76.1% and the England average of 75.9%, see Figure 1.

Figure 2 is ordered by GP practice local deprivation score, for breast cancer there is a clear
statistical difference in cancer screening uptake between GP’s located in the most deprived
areas and those in the least deprived areas of North East Lincolnshire. Of the fifteen GP’s in
the lower half of IMD score of north East Lincolnshire, twelve GP’s had a breast screening
uptake statistically lower than the North East Lincolnshire average of 73.5%.

TRENDS

Breast cancer screening coverage has remained fairly constant locally, regionally and
nationally over the last 5 years. North East Lincolnshire has remained similar to the
Yorkshire and Humber and England averages.

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2.20ii Cancer Screening Coverage — Cervical Cancer

NATIONAL & REGIONAL

North East Lincolnshire has the highest (best) uptake of cervical cancer screening in the
Yorkshire and Humber region. With a rate of 79.6% North East Lincolnshire has a
statistically significantly higher rate than the Yorkshire and Humber rate of 76.2% and the
England rate of 74.2%.

Cervical screening uptake in North East Lincolnshire did not show a clear disparity between
GP’s located in deprived areas and those in more affluent areas unlike breast cancer
screening, see Figure 4.

In total there were three GP’s in 2013 statistically significantly worse than the North East
Lincolnshire screening uptakes for breast and cervical cancer. These were Raj Medical
Centre, Quayside and Dr Amin; all of which were ranked in the bottom four for deprivation
score. Dr Bedi ranked 15™ out of the twenty-eight GP’s for deprivation had screening uptake
for cervical and breast cancer statistically worse the North East Lincolnshire average.
