Estimation of number of young drivers 

As mentioned in the main body of this document, the number of young drivers is an 

estimate, therefore any figures derived from this number or contingent upon this number are 

subject to a degree of estimation.  

The number of young drivers was estimated from a number of sources. First, an FOI request 

submitted to the DVLA by another member of the public was used to determine the number 

of drivers aged 18-24 by postal town. The total number of drivers aged 18-24 resident in 

Grimsby, Immingham and Cleethorpes in 2015 is 7,429, 56.96% of the 18-24 population. 

This figure of 56.96% was then applied to the total population aged 18-25 between 2011 and 

2015 to estimate the number of drivers aged 18-25 in these years at 45,731.  

The number of 17-year-old drivers was worked out using population estimates for 2011-2015 

of 17-year-olds and a DfT document claiming 10% of 17-year-olds have driving licenses 

nationally.  

10% of 17-year-olds with between  2011-2015 : 1,000 

56.95% of 18-25-year olds between 2011-2015 : 45,731 

Total 17-25-year-olds estimated to have driving licenses in North East Lincolnshire between 

2011-2015 : 46,731. 
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What this fails to take into account is ï those who have no car access, those who have lost 

licenses, and those who have moved in or out of the area without notifying the DVLA. It 

makes the assumption that as a percentage of the age cohort, the prevalence of full driving 

license holders is static. This is unlikely to be true.
